A feature to show, edit and run the source
code of a desktop application.

It is also called behind the scene...




- draws flip button

- keeps track of windows and associations
EOS Shell - animation

- locate manifest file associated with app

- launch Builder

- keeps track of open sessions

Launch Builder
and pass the
manifest file GNOME-

Builder

- greeter which parses
the manifest, downloads
Flatpak plugin the source and
constructs the
workbench

- download the sources (dependencies)
- build the project
- run the app
