Making PDF more accessible and usable:  User Mannual

1. Using accesspdf.sh file

Steps to use pdf file using browser:

1. Run accesspdf.sh file, by double click on this file

2. Choose run button on run dialog box

3. Choose the required pdf file to open

4. Click on  OK button, This will open the required pdf file in browser. Actually a new folder named pdf_temp will come on desktop that contains all supporting files.

5. Now run screen reader ORCA to read the pdf content

2. Using pdftohtml -s <file.pdf>

Steps to use pdf file using poppler lib option

1. Open terminal

2. Use command “pdftohtml -s <file.pdf>”. Here <file.pdf > is the name of pdf with path. 


For example,  pdftohtml -s  ~/Desktop/test1.pdf

3. This will generate a file named 'file-html.html'  with some supporting files in the current directory, 

4. Run 'file-html.html'  using double click.

5. Run screen reader orca to read the content of pdf. 

Known Issues:

1. With BOSS4.0, .png  does not open properly with html files.
